1.) To remove stock AARMS from sled you will need to drill two holes in the front belly pan for lower 
AARM bolt removal. We have supplied paper templates to allow you to get the exact location to drill. 
Use supplied caps to fill holes after installed. BE SURE TO ALIGN THE INNER SIDE OF THE TEMPLATE
